In early 2018, Charlie was selected as one of three finalists for
the Midwest American Guild of Organists annual Young
Organists Scholarship Competition.

Overseas, Charlie has performed at the 14th century Gothic Basilica Santa Maria del Pi in Barcelona, and in the
UK, Norwich Cathedral and Merton College Chapel at the University of Oxford.



For the past seven years, Charlie has been the Parish Musician at St. Peter’s Episcopal Church in Lakeview and
prior to the pandemic was the guest organist at St. Jerome Catholic Church in Rogers Park, as well as at St. Giles
Catholic Church in Oak Park.

Charlie is a resident at Misericordia Heart of Mercy in Chicago and participates in their Heartzingers choir, which
performs concerts throughout Chicago.
